5.11 Scrolling text information service
5.11.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT  Short Description

Even DCD client application is in an active state, it can occupy only the top and/or bottom line(s) of standby screen. The end user’s standby screen is kept with his/her normal idle screen, but the end user can receive and read  his/her personalized text information  through the top and/or bottom line(s) of standby screen. When the user wants to read more detail, he/she can scroll the top and/or bottom line(s) on standby screen, then the more information will be shown up in the full screen.
5.11.2 Actors

· Sally: User of a Device with active DCD service
· DCD Service Provider: A mobile operator (or another Service Provider) that offers DCD services
5.11.2.1 Actor Specific Issues
· Sally: Sally subscribed to a DCD service and the DCD content will be delivered to her on a periodic basis. She wished to keep her standby screen with calendar and time display mode, but she also wants to read daily news and stock information in the standby screen.
