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1 Reason for Change

Based on the input paper OMA-MAE-2005-0369-DCD-IC-Scope-and-Consistency and discussions at the BAC-MAE DCD meeting in Athens December 12 -13 2005 the BAC-MAE DCD group agreed that terms for DCD clients/applications are used inconsistently and that undefined terms are used in the current DCD RD. It was therefore proposed, as the first step, to replace the current DCD client related definitions with new consistent DCD client related terms.

This CR proposes new DCD client related terms to replace the DCD client related terms in section 3.2 Definitions of the current RD.
Informative notes below:

When the DCD client related terms in the 3.2 Definitions have been updated these terms should be used consistently in the normative part of the RD. Accordingly, it is assumed that the next step will be to analyse all requirements in section 6 Requirements and replace each DCD client related term with one of the DCD client related terms defined in the 3.2 Definitions section. Note that the changes resulting from this next step is not included in this CR.
Furthermore, the inclusion of the term DCD-Enabled Client Application in the Definitions section does not imply that the DCD RD shall contain normative requirements placed on DCD-Enabled Client Applications. It is assumed that the 3rd step in the process of achieving a consistent DCD RD is to decide whether requirements placed on DCD-Enabled Client Applications should be normative, informative or removed, and take appropriate actions based on this decision.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update the 3.2 Definitions section in the DCD RD according to below 
Replace the current definitions:

	DCD Client Application
	A mobile client application capable of communicating with any DCD content server for the purpose of reception, display and storage of DCD content.  Its functionality may include authentication of the DCD content Server.

	DCD Client Device
	It’s a device hosting a DCD Client application.


With the followings definitions:

	DCD Generic Client
	A client capable of communicating with any DCD Server for the purpose of reception and storage of DCD Content.  Its functionality includes authentication of the DCD Server as well as functionality for content Personalization and Customization, content charging and content notification. The DCD Generic Client does not render (e.g. display, play etc) DCD Content. Instead it acts as a generic service to DCD-Enabled Client Applications.

	DCD-Enabled Client Application
	A DCD-enabled client application that uses the DCD Generic Client to provide a DCD Service to the end-user, for example by rendering DCD Content. Examples of DCD-Enabled Client Applications are news-ticker and news-flash applications, active wall-paper applications and active ring tones-applications

	DCD Client Device
	It’s a device hosting a DCD Generic Client and one or more DCD-Enabled Client Applications.
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
