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1 Reason for Contribution

· OMA-MAE-2005-0367-DCD-IC-Architectural-Model and OMA-MAE-2005-0383-DCD-IC-Architectural-Model-2 were submitted to initiate DCD AD discussion. 
· OSE (OMA Service Environment) is the root AD of OMA enablers. Since DCD WI was approved after the approval of OSE, DCD AD should conform to OSE.

· OMA provides a template [Template] for AD

· Architecture Best Practices [Best Practices] provides supplemental information that should be useful to those using the AD template or maintaining an architecture document
2 Summary of Contribution

This suggests basic principles for the DCD AD work.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Basic principles

· Template: DCD AD shall be based on the latest AD template which is available from the template section of the portal (As of 2006/1/3, the latest template is http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/OPS/Templates/OMA-Template-ArchDoc-20050929-I.doc)

· Interface: Given that AD must specify one or more interfaces for intrinsic functionality, DCD AD shall basically use interfaces since OSE chose to use interfaces rather than reference points. But note that the decision is left to the Working Group. For more details see ‘6.3. Should an AD use Interfaces or Reference Points?’ of [Best Practices].
· Interface name: DCD AD shall follow the interface naming convention of [Template] which says;
· The name of an interface consists of one, two, or three characters, followed by a dash, followed by a running number (starting at “1” and counting upwards in steps of 1 for each new interface).  Each work group decides about the character(s) for their interfaces as long as there is no duplication with already existing names (work groups can consult ARCH to confirm).
· DAD AD shall conform to the approved version of OMA Service Environment V1.0, especially ‘6. Implications on enabler specification writers’ which is normative. Three normative statements are as follows:

· If applicable, an enabler MUST specify or reference one or more interfaces for its intrinsic functionality that will be used to interface to (i.e. invoke) its functions. 

· If an enabler depends on already defined OMA functions, it MUST identify which other enablers' intrinsic functionality it will invoke to perform these already-defined OMA functions.

· An enabler MUST specify or reference only the functions, protocols and invocations that are essential (i.e. core) to its purpose
4 Intellectual Property Rights
