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WG 11 (MPEG) would like to thank you for your Liaison Statement containing the information about your work item for rich-media enabler (RME), its technical requirements and its on-going schedule.

We are pleased to inform you that, after achieving the FDIS stage of ISO/IEC 14496-20 (LASeR & SAF) at our previous meeting in October in Nice (France), we are currently progressing our work on Amendment 1 ISO/IEC 14496-20. We expect that this amendment will reach a mature state (FPDAM) in April 2006 and will be finalized at our October 2006 meeting.
With respect to your comments, we would like to provide you with the following clarifications:
· on the handling of media streams, the specification does not exclude multiple decoders. We nevertheless consider that in constrained environments, the case where only one hardware video decoder is (physically) available will be widespread.

· on the compression comment, we would welcome your contributions on this topic. We are currently considering contributions proposing to add code points allowing for signalling other encoding methods.
WG 11 would welcome your comments and questions to the current specification and to the on-going amendment.

We are looking forward to a continued fruitful collaboration as well as receiving further comments on AMD.1 from you.
