This contribution provides comments of SK Telecom and Widerthan on OMA-MAE-2005-0367R01-DCD-IC-Architectural-Model.
3 Detailed Proposal

We would raise several issues with regard to the architectural diagram, decomposition, and interfaces of DCD enabler as suggested in OMA-MAE-2005-0367R01-DCD-IC-Architectural-Model. Refer to following diagram which is copied from OMA-MAE-2005-0367R01-DCD-IC-Architectural-Model.
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· Arrow: An arrow indicates an interface. We suggest replacing straight lines with arrows.
· DCD-2 / DCD-3 / DCD-5: Those interfaces are interfaces between DCD Server functions. Architectural diagram does not need to indicate them.

· EXT-X / Re-use of other OMA Enablers: Considering that generally I0 interface is to be used by external entities, I think we have no reason to use different prefix for external interfaces. And if EXT-X interfaces are intended to indicate re-use of other OMA Enablers, the diagram should clearly reflect it.
· No interface for DCD Content Delivery.

· DCD Server: While DCD logical entities are indicated in bold line, DCD server does not appear in the diagram.
