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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA-MAE-2006-0033-DCD-AD-Proposal regarding architectural model, components of DCD enabler, and interfaces of DCD enabler was submitted.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides comments of Widerthan on OMA-MAE-2006-0033-DCD-AD-Proposal.
3 Detailed Proposal

We would raise several issues with regard to the architectural diagram, decomposition, and interfaces of DCD enabler as suggested in OMA-MAE-2006-0033-DCD-AD-Proposal. Refer to following diagram which is copied from OMA-MAE-2006-0033-DCD-AD-Proposal.
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· Interface needs to be bearer-agnostic (DCD-1 and DCD-2): It is stated that DCD-1 and DCD-2 are intended for the same purposes – content delivery management and control functions. The only difference between them lies in the bearers for which they are to be used. It needs to be clarified why we need two different interfaces for the same functionalities. We suggest using one interface and deleting ‘Broadcast Bearer’ and ‘Point-to-Point Bearer’ from the Architectural Diagram.
· Air Interface and SIM card: DCD Client Device is ‘a device hosting a DCD Generic Client and one or more DCD-Enabled Client Applications.’ It means that DCD Client Device can be any devices which are capable of communicating with DCD Server. It can be a CDMA phone or a PC. So we suggest deleting Air Interface and SIM card from the Architectural Diagram. 
· DCD-1 needs to be separated into two interfaces: While the delivery of DCD Content always involves server-client interaction, as stated by DCD-FUNC-001 and DCD-FUNC-002, the delivery can be initiated by either DCD Server or DCD-Enabler Client Application (or DCD Generic Client). So we need to have two different interfaces: One for calling DCD Server functions by DCD Client, the other for calling Client functions by DCD Server.

· DCD-3 is an interface exposed by DCD Server and used by DCD Generic Client: The arrow needs to only point to DCD Server.

· Decomposition of DCD Server seems to be a little detailed: Do we need to have this kind of layered arrangement of functions? We believe that it is enough to enumerate functions without indicating any relations between them.

· INT-X: Considering that some INT interfaces (INT-3, INT-4, INT-5, INT-6) are interfaces between functions of DCD Server and out of scope of DCD Enabler, architectural diagram does not need to indicate them.

· INT-1: As is the case in DCD-1, INT-1 needs to be separated into two different interfaces. In addition, INT-1 involves interaction between DCD Server and DCD Generic Client, which means that it is an I0 interface.
· INT-2 and Content Providers: Since INT-2 is for Content Providers which are to use DCD Enabler with that interface, INT-2 is an I0 interface. So INT-2 needs to be replaced by DCD-4 or another.
· INT-7: Not sure if this interface is an I0 interface or not.
· No text for DCD Content Distribution / Adaptation: Though this function or component is shown in the diagram, there is no text for this.
· DCD Content Delivery is not shown in the diagram: Though description for DCD Content Delivery is provided, it is not shown in the diagram.
· Re-use of other OMA Enablers: DCD Enabler may need to reuse other OMA enablers. One example is OMA DRM Enablers (V1 and V2). But in the architectural diagram, ‘Content Protection’ function is indicated as a part of DCD Server, which means DCD enabler shall specify DCD content protection scheme. If we want to include ‘content protection’ as a function of DCD Server, we need to indicate that OMA DRM enablers are re-used.
