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1 Reason for Contribution

In Montreal the ARC group received the August 25th version of the MMMD, had an introduction to it and scheduled an informal review. The comments were captures in OMA-ADRR-MMMD-V1_0-20060130-I.

a) it seems to make sense to also remove fig 10 and the text describing it from “5.3.2 Interaction and Sync Manager” into the exemplary section 5.3.3
b) it seems moving this exemplary section after the Sync Protocol and Config Protocol might add further clarity. Hence this is done making the exemplary section 5.3.5
· Editorial change to text in 5.3.1 to reword last paragraph now exemplary information is moved
· Added sub-heading for user agent exemplary configs in the new 5.3.5
· Fig 2 – added link IM/SM to registry for completeness and consistency with fig 3
· Still to do:

· Resolve figure numbering – left alone to aid MAE review of changes

· Address flows in section 5.4.1 etc

· Include all changes performed during meeting 5th April 2006.

· Update fig 2 to improve legibility of arrow to IM/SM

· Update fig 9 to make it “remote” not “remove”, ensure the lower RHS box is Text Presentation, remove Phone UI box

· Avoid using registry and registrar for the same entity by making it consistently registry

· Renumber figures in given reordering in R02 and align text.
