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1 Overview

OMA's Mobile Application Environment (MAE) group, a subgroup of the Browsing and Content (BAC) Working Group, is aware that W3C’s CSS working group’s charter is up for renewal.

Since the proposed charter includes progressing CSS Mobile Profile to recommendation state, we feel it is a good time to express our interest in working with the W3C CSS working group towards merging MAE’s Wireless CSS (WCSS) specification the W3C’s CSS Mobile Profile specification.

There is a lot of common ground between the specifications, and it is hoped that we can work to align the gaps such that a common specification can be produced.

2 Proposal

MAE is encouraged by the fact that the CSS working group has decided to assign resources to updating CSS Mobile Profile, and would like to offer our help in harmonizing the CSS Mobile Profile and WCSS specs.

In attempting to harmonize the two, of particular interest are the conformance statements in WCSS. MAE would like to know what the W3C plans are regarding conformance statements for CSSMP.

Another area of interest is the extensions to CSS made by MAE. We would like to discuss these with the CSS WG, in view of a merged specification.

As stated in the overview, this liaison does not present any specific recommendations for specification changes but rather seeks to start discussions between W3C and MAE regarding the end goal of a merged CSS Mobile specification.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA MAE requests the W3C CSS WG to consider the above proposal and welcomes cooperation to achieve a merged CSS Mobile specification.
