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1 Reason for Contribution

Think that some service and content requirements need some clarifications, the purpose of this contribution is yo provide given changes in order to guide the discussion of the RD.
2 Summary of Contribution

There are some requirements that, in our point of view, need some clarifications or rewording:

	DCD-CSUB-002
	The DCD Enabler SHALL enable the user to subscribe to DCD Channels using the DCD-Enabled Client Application as well as other means such as through customer care or through the web.

	DCD-CSUB-003
	The DCD Enabler SHALL enable the user to subscribe to a DCD Service using the DCD-Enabled Client Application.

	DCD-CSUB-008
	Upon detection that a change of subscriber has occurred for a device with previously activated DCD Service, the DCD Enabler SHALL automatically activate the DCD Service for the latest subscriber, as a new subscriber to DCD.

	DCD-CSUB-009
	Upon DCD subscriber-change detection, if the new subscriber had a previously activative subscription to a DCD Service, the DCD Enabler SHALL automatically activate the DCD Service with the content selections and service options for the current subscriber.


 - Should the DCD Client check the user subscription when detects a subscriber identity’s change in a new DCD service enabled device? 

- How is the user informed of this process? 

Our understanding of this situation is: 

1.- If the DCD service is a non free service, the device should indicate the user that a DCD Service is available in the terminal and ask him if he want to use it (not necessary when having an initial free service). 
2a.- If so, the device should check if the user has a subscription to that service.

3a.- If so (the user has a previous subscription to the DCD Service), the device should use the user’s content selections and service options (CSUB-009).

3b.- If no (the user wants to use the service but has NO previous subscription to the DCD Service), the device should initiate the process to subscribe him to the service (this process does NOT imply the download of an application).

3 Detailed Proposal

CSUB-004

The DCD Enabler SHALL provide the capability for a DCD Service Provider to originate a request for content subscription on behalf of an end-user subscribed to the DCD Service.

First point is that we miss a definition for content subscription. A proposal could be:

Content Subscription: A DCD service state in which a given content will be delivered to a subscriber by schedule, on demand, or any other possibilities.

Once we have defined the content subscription, we must decide if the content provider could request a content subscription without inform to the user. Probably, when charged contents are delivered, the user should be informed of this event. We suggest adding this requirement:
CSUB-004B: "The DCD Enabler MAY prompt to the user before making a subscription."
CSUB-005
“The DCD Service SHALL be informed of a change of subscriber identity, e.g. (U)SIM as defined in 3GPP.”
The server is the entity in charge of the delivery of the content (default or selected depending on if the user is a new subscriber or not), so to be clearer, we suggest changing (or adding) this requirement:

CSUB-005B : “The DCD Client SHALL notify of a change of subscriber identity (e.g. (U)SIM as defined in 3GPP) to the DCD Server”. 
CSUB-008

Upon detection that a change of subscriber has occurred for a device with previously activated DCD Service, the DCD Enabler SHALL automatically activate the DCD Service for the latest subscriber, as a new subscriber to DCD.

We think that this requirement needs some clarification, because it’s possible that it doesn’t be necessary to activate the DCD service in some cases (think in a user that changes the SIM card only to make a phone call).

We propose to split this requirement into two:

CSUB-008A: Upon a change of subscriber identity in a device, the DCD Service SHALL check if the latest user had a previous active subscription to the DCD service/s available in the device.

CSUB-008B: Upon a change of subscriber identity in a device, if the latest user hadn’t a previous activate subscription to a DCD service/s available in the device, the DCD Enabler SHOULD activate the DCD service as a new subscriber. 

CSUB-009

Upon DCD subscriber-change detection, if the new subscriber had a previously active subscription to DCD Service/s available in the device, the DCD Enabler SHALL automatically activate the DCD Service with the content selections and service options for the current subscriber.

In the same way that the previous requirement, we recommend this to reword:

CSUB-009B: upon a change of subscriber identity in a device, if the latest user had a previous activate subscription to DCD service/s available in the device, the DCD Service SHOULD activate the DCD service with the content selections and service options for the current subscriber.
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5 Recommendation

The DCD working group should discuss these items during the first available DCD call, if the RD comments are still open.
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
