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1 Reason for Change

The OMA Browser Interoperability RD (OMA-RD-BrowserInteroperability-V1_0-20060209-C) was approved in February 2006.

This Change Request is to the Wireless Application Environment Specification (OMA-WAP-TS-WAESpec-V2_3-20050118-C) and provides a resolution to approved Browser Interoperability requirement:

· [BROWSER-IOP-24] A mobile web browser MUST support a minimum URL with a minimum length of 1024 Unicode/ISO 10646 encoded characters as defined in [RFC3987] 
This CR modifies an exiting conformance statement to clarify the support of minimum URL length by the WAE UA, and adds explanatory test justifying the reason for defining minimum URL of 1024 Unicode/ISO 10646 characters.
If this CR is not accepted then implementations will continue to exist where inconsistencies occur in minimum URL length.

Change 2:  URI Schemes

7.2. URI Schemes

This section is normative.
WAE defines a number of URI schemes to identify resources. The general URI syntax is defined in [RFC2396].

WAE User Agents and WAP proxies must support a URI with a minimum length. The length of the URI must not be specified in terms of octets as this leads to varying sizes of URIs depending on the internal implementation of a User Agent (see Note).
Conformance: WAE User Agents and WAP proxies MUST support  a URI with a minimum length of 1024 Unicode/ISO 10646 encoded characters as defined in [RFC3987]. (WAESpec-URI-C-001, WAESpec-URI-S-001)

NOTE. As an example, a URL stored as a URI [RFC3986] would have all characters UTF-8 encoded into one to four octets (bytes) per character. Any unreserved octets would then be percent encoded, yielding up to 12 octets for a single character, or a worst-case encoding of 12kbyte to store a 1024 character URL. A URL stored as an IRI [RFC3987] would have an encoding of two bytes per character or 2kbyte. 
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
