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1 Reason for Change

1. Use of ‘APIF’ instead of ‘APSI’
<OMA-AD-DCD-V1_0-20060316-D> introduced ‘APIF’ instead of ‘APSI’. But the word ‘APSI’ is remained in the document. This request affects Figure 1 in section <5.2 Architectural Diagram>, and section <5.3.1.2 DCD-Enabled Client Application>

2. Consideration of  “Unregistration” as well as “Registration” in “Service Registration”
I think it better that we include unregistration as well as registration for “DCD Client-Application Interaction Functions” because in some cases one registration results in another’s unregistration. This request affects section <5.3.1.1 DCD Client>

While the paragraph < Notification of DCD service provider registration changes > considers the changes from service provider part, this CR considers the changes from the subscriber’s client part.

5.2.1.2 DCD-Enabled Client Application

The DCD-Enabled Client Application resides on the mobile terminal and interacts with the DCD Client.

The DCD-Enabled Client Application SHALL be able to:

· Interact with the DCD Client via the Application Profile Interaction Functions
Change 2:  Another change

5.3.1.1 DCD Client

(Omission)

· DCD Client-Application Interaction Functions – the DCD Client provides a set of functions to DCD-Enabled Applications for the purpose of accessing DCD enabler services. These include the following:
· Service Registration
· Registration with a DCD service provider
· This allows a DCD-Enabled Application to register with a specific DCD service provider or any available (e.g. a default) DCD service provider.
· Unregistration with a DCD service provider
· This allows a DCD-Enabled Application to unregister with a specific service provider, which is already registered.  Note that this unregistration is the prerequisite to deletion of DCD-Enabled Application from the mobile terminal. In some cases where only one application can be active, one registration results in another’s unregistration. 
· Notification of DCD service provider registration changes

· This allows a DCD-Enabled Application to receive notifications that the registration state with a DCD service provider has changed. For example, the DCD-Enabled Application can be informed that prior registrations are no longer valid, and the DCD-Enabled Application needs to re-register:

· Where a subscriber change has occurred, and existing registration information erased

· Where a DCD service provider has terminated the registration with the DCD-Enabled Application
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
