5.5 Use Case 5 – Checking storage space before download
5.5.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case describes a scenario where the user tries to download contents but there isn’t enough space in the storage area of the device. When this happens, the download page shows there isn’t enough storage space and asks the user if he/she wants to cancel the download process or delete some objects stored in the storage area.
5.5.2 Actors

End-user:
· The end-user tries to download contents from the mobile web page.
Content Author:

· The content author provides a mobile web page in which the user can download contents.
5.5.1.1 Actor Specific Issues

End-user
· The end-user wants to download contents but he/she isn’t really sure if there is enough space in the storage area.
Content Author
· The content author wants to provide functionality for checking the storage space when the user initiates the download process in the mobile web page.
5.5.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

End user

· The end-user can download contents without checking if there is enough storage space for them in advance.
Content Author
· The content author can expect more users accessing there download pages since they can download any contents without making sure that there is enough space in the storage area.
5.5.3 Pre-conditions

· The user is browsing the Web, i.e. is connected to the Internet and a web server is hosting the content.
5.5.4 Post-conditions

· The user can download and store the content after securing enough storage space by deleting storage objects in the device.
· Or he/she can simply cancel the download process.

	End user initiates the download process. If there isn’t enough storage space in the device, an error is returned to the user agent. Then the user agent displays an alert message and asks if the user want to delete some files in the device.

	End user selects “Yes” in the dialog box and the content manager in the device is launched via External Functionality Interface.

	End user can delete some files using the content manager and restart downloading.
