5.4.2 Initial Use of DCD Client Related Flows
The figure below shows one example of initial use of DCD Client 
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1. The DCD Client is launched at the first time.
2. The DCD Client sends default content request to the DCD Server.

3. The DCD Server checks if it is a new DCD Client.
4. If the DCD Client is new, the DCD Server optionally authenticates the user, e.g. on the basis of IMSI. This step is optionally because the DCD Server may delivery default content even if the user is not a registered user.
5. Optionally, if the user is not registered, the DCD Server triggers the registration Flows.
6. The DCD Server optionally acquires default content from the Content Provider.
7. The DCD Server optionally acquires user’s personalization information from Personalization Sources (e.g. Presence Server for presence, device for DPE).
8. The DCD Server optionally personalizes the default content

9. The DCD Server delivers the default content to the DCD Client.
10. The DCD Client receives and saves the content.

11. The DCD Client notifies the DCD-Enabled Client Application that the content is delivered.

12. The Application presents the content.
