5.3 Functional Components and Interfaces

5.3.1 DCD Functional Entities
5.3.1.1 Point to Point DCD Interface (DCD 1 & DCD 4)
Practically, the DCD Client can be invoked to send requests to the DCD server as a result of several triggers, including: end-user interaction, push mechanism or internal DCD Client action due to content expiration or timing function etc. This contribution exemplifies a content request from the Client Enabled Application, and does not define the full scenarios for push update or scheduled update of content. Similarly, a request over the Point to Point interface DCD 4 for the purposes of service or subscription administration abide by the same principles or communication protocols as the Point to Point interface 1.  
To perform a content request, the DCD Client needs to provide a minimum set of specific information to the DCD Server. The request may include additional external service parameters (and respective Flows) to perform personalized or customized content delivery, DRM etc. The following list provides insight into the parameters required to be included in the request from the DCD-Client to the DCD-Server. This list is not definitive, and has been included for informative purposes. Full specifications for the Point to Point interface will be defined within the DCD technical specification documents. 
· User ID (i.e. MSISDN): Information required to identify end-user
· Application ID: Identifier for the DCD-Enabled Client Application that is making the content request
· Content ID: Identifier for the content that is being requested
· Service ID: Service identifier related to the content being requested (Note: not clear is this is required. TBD through discussion).  
· External Service Parameters: Identifiers for external or personalization & customization of content being requested
