5.x.1 Initial activation of DCD application utilising Broadcast bearer (opt out)















For Opt in behaviour the process starts at step 3

Steps:

1. The DCD client received broadcasted content for the first time (Opt out).

2. The DCD client notify the DCD Enabled application about availability of DCD content (Opt out)

3. The DCD enabled application activated.

4. The DCD Enabled application sends to the DCD client activation/registration request

5. The DCD Client notifies the DCD Server of the initialization of the DCD application. As this is the first time that the user has invoked the DCD application the DCD Server authorises/registers the user 

6. The DCD Server notifies/acknowledge the DCD Client of successful authorization/registration to DCD default channels. The Client’s local subscription evaluation is updated to reflect subscription to the registered channels.

7. The DCD client notify the DCD Enabled Application about successful registration

8. The DCD Client receives periodic broadcast DCD channels and discards those channels that the user is not subscribed to, i.e. non-default channels.

9. The DCD Enabled Application render the content to the user.
