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1 Reason for Change

During the XHTML ETS work on event handling, we identified the discrepancy between event handling examples in XHTMLMP12 and ESMP.

Omission of “;” at the end of statement is not allowed in ESMP.

This change is aims at making consistency between event handling examples with ESMP spec.

The changes applied to informative examples, and considered as bug fixes because scripting language conformance is out of scope of XHTML MP 1.2.

Also, examples in 10.6 have missing “>” at the </body>. Supplement the mandatory “>”.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

No, because no conformance on informative example.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

No. Making alignment to ESMP does not impact anything.
