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1 Reason for Change

According to WID0085 MobileDomainSMIL, BAC-MAE perfomed the gap analysis with MobileDomainSMIL RD and W3C SMIL 2.1 Mobile Profile.

In order to pursue the single profile in the mobile domain, the submitter believes that it is the best way to directly refer to the W3C SMIL 2.1 Mobile Profile in WAEspec.

It is Level 0 change, but it is not intended to demote the current Browsing 2.3. It is planned to apply to the Browsing release version after 2.3.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This is a new feature. No impact on the previous version other than the emergence of the new feature.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

There is an implicit dependency to SVG for Mobile Domain, however, the submitter believes there should be no change to the ongoing SVG work in BAC-MAE.
