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1 Reason for Contribution

To follow through on an action item taken in Vancouver, to provide a baseline update to the HTTP State Management specification for the cookie-related requirements of the approved Browser Interoperability RD.
2 Summary of Contribution

The doc version of the approved WAP HTTPSM spec (WAP-223-HTTPSM-20001213-p.doc) was downloaded and adapted to the OMA TS template. Then minimal changes were applied to address the cookie-related requirements from the approved Browser Interoperability RD. Change tracking was applied to show the changes to the WAP HTTPSM spec text.
The updated TS baseline version incorporates the comments received in the MAE meetings, and as discussed on the OMA-MAE mail list.
