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1 Reason for Contribution
To provide definitions for the Application Profile and Application Profile Specified Interface
2 Summary of Contribution
The following terms are repeatedly referenced and capitalized within the AD (Application Profile and Application Profile Specified Interface). Although the AD is for informative purposes, explicit definitions within the AD would be beneficial to the reader.  Please see items A and B below. A and B are followed by the Definitions as should appear in the AD. 

Following the definitions is item C. Item C details inclusion of a sentence into section 5.3.1.2 requiring the DCD Enabled Client Application to provide the Application Profile to the DCD Client. 
3 Detailed Proposal
 Items A and B are regularly reference and capitalized within the AD. Defining these terms will be beneficial to the reader. 
 

Item A: Application Profile Specified Interface - This has not yet been defined (for some reason I thought this was defined; however, cannot find the definition). Therefore, I propose the following definition:

 

Application Profile Specified Interface (APSI): A generic interface for the interaction between the DCD Client and the DCD-Enabled Client Application (e.g. notification on content delivery).
 

Note: this definition is in the third paragraph following Figure 1 of the AD.

 

 

Item B: Application Profile: the AP is not defined. I remember bringing this up in a previous conference call, and at that time it was decided we did not need to define these terms, as the AD is informative. However, I feel there is a benefit to define the AP (along with the APSI). 

 

I propose the following definition:

 

Application Profile: A group of elements defining parameters for a unique DCD Enabled Client Application. This flexible group of elements is required by DCD enabler for service provision. 

 
Following are the definitions as to appear within the AD: 
3.1     Definitions
Application Profile Specified Interface (APSI): A generic interface for the interaction between the DCD Client and the DCD-Enabled Client Application (e.g. notification on content delivery).
Application Profile: A group of elements defining parameters for a unique DCD Enabled Client Application. This flexible group of elements is required by DCD enabler for service provision. 

 

Item C: DCD Enabled Client Application: The AP is communicated from the DCD Enabled Client Application to the DCD Client via the APSI, as a component of the APIF. 
The minimal functions required of the DCD Enabled Client Application by the DCD Client should be defined, and I would like to suggest the following addition to section 5.3.1.2 DCD-Enabled Client Application. 

5.3.1.2 DCD-Enabled Client Application

The DCD-Enabled Client Application resides on the mobile terminal and interacts with the DCD Client.

The DCD-Enabled Client Application SHALL be able to:

         Interact with the DCD Client via the Application Profile specified interface
Provide the elements of the Application Profile to the DCD-Client, including, but not limited to the Application ID, MIME Types, Data Handling Rules, and Content Storage Management
