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1 Reason for Contribution

The OMA Browser Interoperability RD (OMA-RD-BrowserInteroperability-V1_0-20060209-C) was approved in February 2006. Following the discussions in BAC MAE on how best to address the derived requirements, several requirements especially those relating to CSS and XHTML were identified as being best addressed either by creating new test cases or improving existing test cases.

To determine whether new test cases or improvements in existing test cases are required a brief review of each test is necessary. This contribution therefore provides only a high-level summary of each test performed against the existing test cases available at the OMA IOP Browser Test Server (http://testfest.openmobilealliance.org/). It is expected that this high-level summary will lead to a set of change requests to address the highlighted issues, if agreed.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution contains a high-level summary of the results following the testing of all CSS test cases (Refer to section 3).

From the results the following points can be noted:

1. Over half of test-cases are clear in their intention 

2. For clarity purposes several test cases require improvement in their description including expected results. In some cases further qualification may be necessary as to why results are described as a “MAY”.

3. Several test cases appear not work

4. Test cases described by the Browser Interoperability RD that are not addressed in the existing CSS test cases are:
a. Colors, Borders and Background tests are to an extent each addressed individually, e.g. borders and background colour, but in general these tests need to be included.
b. Absolute and relative positioning of boxes. It is suggest that new test cases are included as part of wcss boxmodel.
c. Cascading order. It is suggest that new test cases are included as part of wcss cascade test cases.
d. Focus colors. It is suggested that new test cases are added to the WCSS test suite.

5. Test cases described by the Browser Interoperability RD that are also addressed in the existing CSS test cases are:
a. Font size: testing for x-small, small, medium, large, X-large is addressed by test case 45.21.11 Absolute Size. However, it is suggested that the test description be aligned with Browser Interoperability RD test case, e.g. change Lines 4 to medium.

b. Padding and margins are addressed by wcss-boxmodel and inherit. However, it is proposed that the test cases be aligned with Browser Interoperability RD test cases. 

c. Float is addressed by test cases relating to vFormat. However, as highlighted in the summary, the test cases are unclear. It is proposed that the existing test cases are replaced/aligned with Browser Interoperability RD test cases.

d. Tables are addressed by existing test cases. However, test cases as described in the Browser Interoperability RD are not addressed. It is proposed that these test cases are added as part of the Tables test suite.

3 Detailed Proposal

The approach taken for performing these tests included:

1. All CSS test cases located on the OMA IOP Browser Test Server (http://testfest.openmobilealliance.org/CSS_Content/) were tested.

2. All tests were performed using several browsers: one Micro browser and two full browsers. If the result of a test case was unclear then the same test was performed using another browser and the conclusions noted

3.  Tests were not performed as part of a testfeast nor were any specific testing tools used.
