Application Profile Specified Interface (APSI): 
According to input contribution OMA-MAE-2006-0226R01-Application-Profile-and-Application-Profile-Specified-Interface-Definitions
DCD Service Application:

“The DCD Service Application is an application in the DCD Server that aggregates content from DCD content providers. This application may also perform content personilization/customization, handle content protection, handle charging etc. The application interacts with content providers and may also interact with other OMA or non-OMA enabler implementations, e.g. location/presence servers or subscriber profile implementations.”
DCD Service Distribution / Adaptation:

“The DCD Service Distribution / Adaptation is a functional unit in the DCD Server that distributes DCD Content and DCD Content notifications to the DCD Client.”
DCD Service / Subscription Administration:

“The DCD Service / Subscription Administration is a functional unit in the DCD Server that interacts with the DCD Client for administration of the DCD Service and the DCD subscription. This functional unit may interact with an external subscription service.“
DCD User:

“A DCD User is a person that uses a DCD Service executing on a DCD Client Device.”
