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1 Reason for Change

As described in Section <5.2 Architectural Diagram>, the Application Profile Specified Interface (APSI) is a generic interface for the interaction between the DCD Client and the DCD-Enabled Client Application (e.g. notification on content delivery).
To support APSI, the Architecture Document describes in Section <5.2.1.2 DCD-Enabled Client Application> as follows: 

The DCD-Enabled Client Application SHALL be able to:

· Interact with the DCD Client via the Application Profile specified interface

But the point is missing in < 5.5.1.1 DCD Client>. The DCD Client SHALL be able to provide support for APSI, too. So I propose to include this missing point. 

And “DCD Client-Application Interaction Functions” are precisely described in the next page, I propose to omit the duplicated description for “Application Profile Interaction Function (APIF)”.

Change 1:  APSI support by both parties, ‘DCD Client’ and ‘DCD-Enabled Client Application’
5.5.1.1 DCD Client

The DCD Client resides on the mobile terminal and is used to access the DCD service.

The DCD Client SHALL be able to provide support for:

· Administration Function:

· Service registration procedure

· Logging capability of security violations and statistics 
· Content discovery

· Subscription handling

· Alignment of subscription information between DCD Client and DCD Server 

· Activation/De-activation

· Application Profile Specified Interface (APSI):
· 
· The Application Profile includes, but not limited to, the following elements:

· Application-Id – identify the type of client applications that handles the DCD Content in a consistent way with the definitions and rules.

· MIME Types – describe the MIME types that are supported by this type of applications

· Data Handling Rules – specify the rules that the DCD Client uses to interpret application specific data (i.e. DCD Content and the Content Metadata for the DCD-Enabled Client Application)

· Content Storage Management – allows this type of applications to request specific content storage options or actions provided by the content storage of DCD Client, e.g:

· Content storage allocation and reservation in DCD Client

· Content retention policies in the content storage of DCD Client
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
