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1 Overview

W3C asked OMA to review the XHTML Basic 1.1 Working Draft 7 June 2006.

OMA-BAC-MAE considers it to be generally aligned to the convergence direction agreed between W3C and OMA.

OMA-BAC-MAE asks W3C cordially understand the emerging mobile market needs and consider the further alignment to OMA XHTML Mobile Profile 1.2 to achive the shared vision on this matter.

2 Proposal

OMA-BAC-MAE asks W3C HTML Working Group to consider the following comments during their editing work in XHTML Basic 1.1.

The current XHTML Mobile Profile 1.2 has the Forms module, not Basic Forms module, in order to address the emerging market needs with large-capacity smart card with camera. File upload with images captured by embedded camera has a vital market need in the current mobile services.

The Section 1.3.2 Forms supporting Basic Forms can be replaced with

XHTML Forms ([XHTMLMOD], section 5.5.2) are supported. This is a change from XHTML Basic 1.0 in order to cope with the need to upload a file from a camera-equipped handset.

This includes edits in “3. The XHTML Basic Document Type” .

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA-BAC-MAE requests W3C to consider and take appropriate actions on their W3C XHMTML Basic 1.1 editing works.

4 Conclusion

OMA-BAC-MAE thanks W3C X for their cordial cooperation and efforts toward the shared vision on a unified profile that covers the mobile Internet market needs.
