9.1 Script languages in XHTML Mobile Profile 
Support for scripting is RECOMMENDED. 

The scripting language is identified by the type attribute of the script element. The value of the type attribute specifies the content type of the scripting language as a MIME media type. 

When scripting is supported, the XHTML Mobile Profile 1.2 user agent MUST support the scripting language ECMAScript Mobile Profile [ESMP], the MIME media type for ECMAScript Mobile Profile being text/ecmascript. The user agent MUST also support ECMAScript Mobile Profile scripts identified with media type text/javascript. 

The XHTML Mobile Profile 1.2 user agent MAY support other scripting languages. 

Exact conformance requirements for user agents may be defined elsewhere.

Replacement Text
9.1 Script languages in XHTML Mobile Profile 
Support for scripting is RECOMMENDED. 

The scripting language is identified by the type attribute of the script element. The value of the type attribute specifies the content type of the scripting language as a MIME media type. 

When scripting is supported, the XHTML Mobile Profile 1.2 user agent MUST support the scripting language ECMAScript Mobile Profile [ESMP], the MIME media type for ECMAScript Mobile Profile being  any of:
application/ecmascript, 

application/javascript,  
text/ecmascript or, 

text/javascript. 
The use of application/ecmascript or application/javascript is preferred if the script meets the language, character-set, character encoding, and security, requirements defined in [RFC4329]. Scripts identified as application/ecmascript or application/javascript SHOULD be processed according to the stricter processing rules found in [RFC4329].The user agent MUST also support ECMAScript Mobile Profile scripts identified with media type text/javascript. The use of text/ecmascript or text/javascript MAY be deprecated in a future release.
The XHTML Mobile Profile 1.2 user agent MAY support other scripting languages. 

Exact conformance requirements for user agents may be defined elsewhere.
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
