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1 Overview

The OMA BAC-MAE (MAE) SWG has reviewed the liaison (document number S4-060352) re RME and DIMS, and thanks SA4 for their collaboration.

OMA MAE has discussed the LS and has included below answers to all points raised. We are pleased to keep you informed of the progress we made on the RME work-item since our last liaison to you. The intention is also to suggest propositions to move forward.
2 Proposal

We completely understand that the content of the version of the DIMS specs that you sent to us is still under construction and only represent a global view of your intent. We totally share your concern to "keep a record of all areas that might need specification, and not lose track of areas that should be considered in the formulation of a complete, joint, solution."
Proposition 1: In that sense, we propose that the DIMS and RME work items share a common functional decomposition.

We believe that this joint approach would be a major step forward to guaranty interoperability between Rich Media Specifications.
We thus decided to base our work on the functional de-composition suggested in the drafting of the DIMS Specifications that you sent to us attached to the liaison. We enriched it taking into account the needs that we identified and the issues we raised during our work on the RME work item.
Proposition 2: As a result of a part of our work on the merging of DIMS and RME needs, we propose the following list of functional components to be adopted as the, previously mentioned, common base for 3GPPSA4 and OMA MAE RichMedia Specifications:
· Architectural integration 

· Scene description

· Local User Interaction

· Remote Interaction

· Client Side Scripting

· Scene update mechanism

· High level timing model

· Low level timing model

· Re-synchronization & Tune In

· Compression

· Error Resilience

· Client-server efficiency mechanism

· Aggregation

· Payload

We drafted the RME Architecture Document integrating this functional decomposition and are ready to draft the RME Technical Specification, also based on it, as soon as you'll agree on the list above. We believe that we've been thought an important part of the discussions and that the final result of RME is now almost totally predictable.

Considering the significant progress made by both SA4 and MAE, we're arriving to a point where it seems necessary to direct our respective approaches in order to avoid a duplication of work and a completely undesirable divergence between the RichMedia specifications.
Proposition 3: Since the drafting of only one spec commonly issued by SA4 and MAE appears to be impossible, we propose that the 2 groups produce a complete specification which will make references to each other. 
We are conscious and take into consideration that this approach of joint work requires a strong coordination between us, particularly in terms of timeline. But it represents for us the best way to achieve the global objectives of RichMedia Specifications.
3 Conclusion

OMA MAE request SA4 to review this liaison and enclosed documents to make the work progress on DIMS and RME.
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
