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1 Reason for Contribution

Motorola appreciates RIM's contribution 0269 on trying to address the comments on AD review and improve the quality of DCD AD. However, after the discussion and clarification in the conference call of June 28 2006, we feel that this contribution is not consistent with its intention. Rather it tries to expand the scope and alter the meaning of the original agreed definitions. Specifically, this contribution adds the standardization on server-side only functions, and tries to standardize those implementation decisions and deployment choices. Obviously, the attempt in server-side only functions does not fall into the scope of DCD Enabler, which intends to address the interoperability between the client and server.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes 3 points to 0269:

(1) The suggested definitions to AD

(2) The appropriate scope in the diagram of 0269.

(3) Suggest to revise 0269 according to (1) and (2).

3 Detailed Proposal

First input to revise the definitions in Section 3.2:

	See [OMA-DICT].

	Application Profile (AP)
	The Application Profile (AP) is the set of definitions and rules that allow the DCD Server to prepare and the DCD Client to dispatch the DCD Content for a particular DCD-Enabled Client Application. The AP covers the static metadata for applications (e.g. application-id, MIME types, data handling rules, storage management rules etc.), the static metadata for particular channels (e.g. a collection of Channel Metadata), and guides the dynamic metadata for contents (e.g. Content Metadata).

	Application Profile Interaction Functions (APIF)
	The Application Profile Interaction Functions (APIF) is the set of DCD Client functions related to the processing of DCD Content for a DCD-Enabled Client Application. The APIF is driven by the Application Profile.

	Application Profile Specified Interface (APSI)
	The Application Profile Specified Interface (APSI) is a generic interface for the interaction between the DCD Client and the DCD-Enabled Client Application (e.g. notification on content delivery).

	Channel Metadata
	The Channel Metadata is a set of static settings and rules for handling delivery of the DCD Content a particular channel (e.g. delivery, storage, notification rules). Channel Metadata is associated with the channel’s content types. The Channel Metadata.is part of the Application Profile.

	Content Metadata
	The Content Metadata is a set of dynamic settings and rules for handling delivery of the DCD Content. Content Metadata is associated with a particular unit of content and may include rules and settings for content expiry, replacement, fragmentation, etc. The Content Metadata is guided by the Application Profile.

SECOND input to suggest the scope of the proposed AD diagram in 0269:
In our view, the interface DCD-CPDE between the Content Provider and the DCD Server is out of scope of DCD Enabler, while we recognize that the DCD-CPR and Channel Metadata may be needed when the Content Provider supplies the DCD Server with that particular channel of the content. Thus we propose:
(1) Change the DCD-CPDE to the interface EXT-4 with dash line
(2) Add the “Channel Metadata and optional content publish URI” as its parameter in DCD-CPR, and describe the intention of standardizing the data bindings / schema in the text, but not the API.
THIRD input to revise the rest of 0269:
If we agree to the first and second point, we suggest to revise overall 0269 according to (1) and (2).
