6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Inclusions of schemes are mandatory, if user agent is present
5.1 http:

The “http:” scheme SHOULD MUST be supported by clients whenever there is an http stack implemented and/or a logical browsing user agent present.

…

5.2 https:

The “https:”scheme SHOULD MUST be supported by clients whenever there is a secure http stack implemented and/or logical browsing user agent present.
…

5.3 mailto:

The “mailto:” scheme SHOULD MUST be supported by clients whenever there is an email logical user agent present.
…

5.4 tel:

The “tel:” scheme SHOULD MUST be supported by clients whenever there is a logical user agent present that identifies and/or communicates with other communications endpoints using an E.164 telephone number.
…

5.5 sip:

The “sip:” URI scheme SHOULD MUST be supported by clients whenever there is one or more logical user agents present that support SIP based applications.

…

5.6 sips:

The “sips:” URI scheme SHOULD MUST be supported by clients whenever there is a logical user agent present which supports a secure SIP based application.

5.7 sms:

The “sms:” URI scheme SHOULD MUST be supported by clients whenever there is a logical user agent present that supports SMS messaging.

5.8 mmsto:

Note: this scheme will be registered to OMA using the IETF scheme registration facility as defined in RFC4395
The “mmsto” URI scheme SHOULD MUST be supported by clients whenever there is a logical user agent present that supports MMS messaging.
Change 2:  No normative keywords in informative section 4.3
The requirement for using a scheme based URI as an embedded content directive is now clear. All parts of the “scheme triple” MUST must be bound at content authoring time, to ensure that the exact intent of the content author is met. Unbound elements at the time of request increase the range of acceptable client actions and MAY may be desirable in certain circumstances.  

Change 3:  Typo – Section 5.4.1
As noted in ( [RFC3966]  Section 5.4) this parameter may be ignored, as it is optional. The terminal device SHOULD use best effort to execute the requested operation the to the requested telephony endpoint.

Change 4:  Clarification of “vague statement” – section 5.8.1
The "gstn-phone" is as specified in [RFC3601] allowing global as well as local telephone numbers. Note: that local telephone numbers can be problematic and SHOULD NOT  should not be used, if possible, unless a local to global mapping is known to be available.

Change 5:  Clarification of dangerous, and correction to header list– section 5.8.2
3.  The user agent SHOULD NOT create the message if any of the headers are considered dangerous to be security risks.  The user agent MAY also choose to create a message with only a subset of the headers given in the URI.  Only the headers specified in this memo are considered safe. The creator of an "mmsto:" URI cannot expect the resolver of a URI to understand more than the "to", "cc","subject" and  "body" headers. Clients that resolve "mmsto:" URIs into multimedia messages MUST be able to correctly create MMS-compliant messages using the "subject" and "body" headers.
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
