Proposition 1: The browser SHOULD be architected to avoid any intrinsic limits to the number of characters supported in the body of the "mailto" URI scheme. Effective limits MAY be present due to device constraints.

Proposition 2:  This limit SHALL allow the support for at least 256 characters and no hard coded limit should be set regardless of device limitations.

Proposition 1: This parameter MUST be present. So, the browser MUST interpret the value of the parameter and propose the associated action if the feature is present on the terminal.
Proposition 2: The browser MUST let the choice of the action to the user. By example, if the device offers the possibility of a Video Call, user can refuse, accept it or choose another call-type.
