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1 Reason for Contribution

After discussion on 2006-277 WAESpec Roadmap, WAE agreed to make a terminology for WAEspec reorganization. In Osaka, we agreed that the current WAEspec was too heavy and needed rework. In Beijing, we came to a certain level of consensus that the work is shifting from”a large markup work + small WAEspec work” to “a large integration work + small markup work”. This should be reflected to our view on spec structure.

This document is provide a startup text to provide a common terminology for WAEspec building blocks awareness of the new reality in MAE standardization (so called MAE 2.0).
After the briefing, a first-cut analysis of WAEspec2.3 is appended on August 25 as R01.

3 Detailed Proposal
The WAEspec building block terminology:

Atomic technology component: any technical specification about a building block which is orthogonal to other technology component. E.g. XHTML-MP is transparent to any scripting languages and stylesheet languages.

Neighbouring technology description: any technical specification about what external technology component can be used with OMA Enabler specification:  E.g. Graphic formats, MIME types.

Compound technical component: any technical specification about multiple atomic technology components, which can be used as an atomic technology component. E.g. XHTML+WCSS+ESMP as a standalone component. VObject (vCalendar+vBookmark+vCard) component.

Inter-component dependency description: any technical specification that specify the dependency among multiple technical components. E.g. How to use URIschme in a browser environment. If scripting is support in XHTML, it must support ESMP.

Note: if one of the component is a component belonging to a neibouring environment, it is environment conformance description. Inter-component dependency assumes that each component is OMA Enabler component.

Environment conformance description: any conformance statements that define a specific stage of an environment which uses one or multiple technical components. E.g. integrated BACK behavior in WML1.3 and XHTML MP co-existed environment. Minimum number of capacity in features in a certain environment. How to use secure connection in a browser environment. 

Integration description: A combination of one or more atomic or compound technology components, one ore more neibouring technology descriptions, one or more inter-component technology descriptions, and one or more environment conformance description to form a particular OMA Enabler release. E.g. WAESpec 2.3 for browser, (possibly ) RME, MMS with XHTML and SMIL.
