3 Detailed Proposal

Context:

Font today becomes a key functionality on mobile terminals as much more data are transmitted to a device with a small screen. Quality of font is necessary to ensure a good readability of content and means should be provided to ensure that the content will be homogeneously displayed on a large range of devices.

Fonts should also be easily to author. 

As such the Poll for font system support should be open to manufacturers and software providers.

In RME:

Two font systems have been discussed for RME.

· The SVG font has been designed to allow similar rendering across a large range of device for small part of content that contain text, for instance title, logo. SVG font has not been designed to render large part of text such as a complete article.

RME will specify an SVG based enabler that includes an SVG font system as part of the RME enabler.

· Open Type font is designed for handling large size of text, any size and any language and as downloadable and streamable font for interactive application.
OpenType format in general allows two different types of font information be included in a font file - TrueType outlines (so called TTF) and PostScript/CFF outlines. In the OT font standard, these capabilities are profile-dependent.

 The TTF are already mandated in AWT (and can be achieve by an OTF engine, TTF flavor).

CFF outlines are redundant with TTF and since TrueType provides better quality rendering on low-resolution displays, only OpenType fonts with TrueType outlines  is mandated (with no CFF, or CFF could be optional). 

OTF/TTF could be also use by multiple other applications and not limited to the RME, for instance, can be use for LFC, browser....
Proposed questions:

As a Wireless Vendor, software provider; do you agree to provide support for OpenType Fonts with true type outline on your devices/software, taking in account that TTF are already mandated in AWT, and if in addition you would be required to support SVG Fonts for SVG based user agents such as that used in the planned Rich Media Environment ?
As a Wireless Vendor, do you agree to provide support for OpenType Fonts with true type outline on your devices, for other OMA enablers than the planned Rich Media Environment Enabler ?
