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1 Overview

The OMA BAC-MAE (MAE) SWG is currently defining a Rich Media Environment (RME) enabler. The enabler will allow mobile devices to show rich media content consisting of video, images and graphics and also allow the user to interact with the content in streaming and download environments. It is intended that the enabler is based on the SVG Tiny 1.2 specification. Due to specific needs in some use cases, a few extensions to the SVG Tiny 1.2 will be necessary. MAE aims at making any extension to SVG conformant according to the conformance criteria in the SVG specification.  We therefore would like to discuss with the SVG WG about a clipping feature as an extension to SVG Tiny 1.2. 
2 Requested Actions

RME needs clipping functionality that provides pixel aligned clipping defined as a transformable rectangle and that can be implemented on a device with limited resources. Whereas the SVG Tiny 1.2 profile does not include clipping, the SVG Full spec does include full featured clipping, but with a complexity making it out of scope for devices with limited resources. 
MAE has received input contributions for this functionality based on the LASeR specification.
A member of both MAE and SVG Working group informs MAE of an intention of defining such functionality into the W3C.
The work with the RME specification is now in the stage where a clipping functionality needs to be defined. Rather than ourselves making a definition, we would prefer to reuse existing specification and ongoing work. MAE will welcome your feedback on the following points:
Request 1: We request W3C SVG working group to provide OMA BAC MAE SWG with information on the intent to define such functionality, the possibility to define it as a strict restriction of the SVG full clipping functionality to only contain the most essential parts that can be easily implemented, its potential date of availability and its potential link to the LASeR rectClip extension. 

Request 2: We request W3C SVG working group a feedback on the compliancy of the LASeR rectClip extension to the SVG conformance criteria and if needed to coordinate with MPEG to ensure its conformance.

3 Conclusion

OMA MAE kindly asks the W3C SVG working group to review this liaison and provide timely responses on the two requests.  
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
