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1 Overview

The OMA BAC-MAE (MAE) SWG is currently defining the Rich Media Environment (RME) enabler. The enabler will allow mobile devices to show rich media content consisting of video, images and graphics and also allow the user to interact with the content in streaming and download environments. It is intended that the enabler is based on the SVG Tiny 1.2 specification. Due to specific needs in some use cases, a few extensions to the SVG Tiny 1.2 will be necessary. MAE aims at specifying any extension to SVG according to the conformance criteria in the SVG specification.  We therefore would like to discuss with the SVG WG about a clipping feature as an extension to SVG Tiny 1.2. 
2 Requested Actions

RME has identified the need for clipping functionality that provides pixel aligned clipping defined as a transformable rectangle and that can be implemented on a device with limited resources. 
SVG Tiny 1.2 profile does not include clipping.

SVG Full recommendation does include full featured clipping, but without pixel align capabilities and with a complexity not suitable for devices with constrained resources. 
It is understood that SVG WG has considered the inclusion of this functionality in the SVG T1.2 profile. 

OMA has received proposals from OMA members companies for the inclusion of the LASeR rectclip mechanism in the RME Architecture and Technical Specification.

The existing LASeR rectclip fulfils the RME requirement. 

OMA requests from the SVG WG a progress update on either the inclusion of this functionality (semantics), or on the inclusion of the existing solution (rectclip) in the SVG recommendation

OMA has time constraints. To meet this schedule the RME specification needs to be stable by December 2006.

A response would be welcome as soon as possible to allow a decision to be made within MAE before December.
