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1 Reason for Contribution

Following the RME discussions during the Beijing meeting it was evident that to progress the work on the RME Architecture Document, OMA-AD-Rich_Media_Environment-V1_0-20060626-D, in a faster and smoother manner, some high level decisions must be agreed upon early in the development of the document. This contribution describes the key statements that Vodafone believe need to be agreed in order to give clear guidance on the continuing work on the Architecture Document. 
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution contains normative statements that are proposed to be part of the document OMA‑AD‑Rich_Media_Environment-V1_0-20060626-D.
3 Detailed Proposal

In April 2006 Vodafone presented to BAC MAE their position on the technologies required for RME (see OMA-MAE-20060-0147-Considerations-on-RME). Taking into account the speed of development of some of the Vodafone’s preferred technologies, the high-level requirements remain unchanged, i.e. from an open standard perspective W3C based technologies (e.g. SVG-T 1.2) are essential to evolve the mobile web eco-system,  to allow a wide variety of 3rd party content to be available to customers, and to avoid market fragmentation. 
The development of the RME Architecture has been ongoing for some time and different proposals have been evaluated. The point has now been reached when concrete decisions on several items can push the work significantly forward. These high level decisions will allow the group to develop a common architecture view including supported baseline technologies, and allow in-depth technical discussions to develop. 
The decisions are necessary in order to perform the architectural analyses needed prior to starting the work on the technical specification. Starting a technical specification without first agreeing normative high-level decisions will only postpone the problem to later in the process. 
In Vodafone’s view, if these decisions are delayed until the specification phase then it is unlikely that the RME enabler will ever be delivered.
From the ongoing discussions in the group it is believed that the following decisions must be agreed on: 

· The Rich Media Enabler shall be compliant with the SVG Tiny 1.2 specification.
· The Rich Media Enabler shall in addition to SVG Tiny 1.2, if needed, support a limited number of crucial extensions to SVG Tiny 1.2. The number of extensions shall be kept to a minimum and they must be compatible with SVG Tiny 1.2. These extensions should be a subset of SVG Full where possible and efficient.
· The Rich Media Enabler shall accept data in XML format and at least one compressed format.

· The Rich Media Enabler shall be able to execute scripts compliant with ECMA script specification.
Making these high-level decisions as a starting point in the work with the architecture document will make it much easier to design a solid and concrete architecture, since we will know the capabilities and limitations of the core technologies. With the above decisions in place we will also achieve other important high-level goals: ensuring the alignment with existing browser technologies, minimizing the SVG market fragmentation and reusing existing technology on the devices among others.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
