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1 Reason for Change

 This change request proposes some clarification to the current OMA SVGT1.2 specification based on the fact that some elements are put mandatory in the OMA SVGT1.2 and are not mandatory in the W3C SVGT1.2 specification. 

For features such as prefetch, foreign-object and *-rendering, the parsing is mandatory but the semantics are optional (in W3C specification). We clarify this point in this change request.
We think that if such differences were introduced it will create another profile of the SVGT1.2 specification.

This section is normative.

This section contains various attributes related to graphics processing. The ‘image-rendering’, ‘shape-rendering’, and ‘text-rendering’ attributes all provide hints to the device about tradeoffs in speed vs. quality. The ‘display’ and ‘visibility’ properties control visibility of the associated elements. The ‘pointer-events’ attribute allows authors to specify under what circumstances a given graphics element can be the target of pointer events.
