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1 Reason for Contribution

For XHTML convergence, W3C HTML WG is discussing XHTML Basic 1.1, under last call comment resolution.
They included one new feature target attribute. It seems like they need for CDF WG.

It is appropriate to provide an appropriate text if it is unavoidable to include target attribute.
2 Summary of Contribution

3 Detailed Proposal

The following text for additional XHTML Basic 1.1 is tentatively on the table: 

Note: 

(1) Target attribute is designed to be a general hook to bind some external environment (e.g. XForms, XFrames, multiple window environment, browser-tag environment, CDF environment).

(2) The conformance requirements for target attribute are defined in each environment.

(3) It is strongly recommended that the user agent have the ability to advertise the environmental semantics surrounding target to the content provider so that the content provider has a consistent expectation of target behaviors.

(4) When there is no external environment support bound to target attribute, the user agent MUST ignore the target attribute.

(5) The content author needs to be aware that the user agent behavior on the target depends on multiple factors like support of environment, restrictions from available resource, existence of other applications and user preferences (e.g. pop-up blocker), implemententation-dependent design decisions. When the interoperability is not guaranteed by the environmental-specific conformances, it is recommended not to depend on the target attribute.

(6) It should be noted that any non-specified implementation-dependent target use might impede interoperability.
