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1 Reason for Change

The OMA Browser Interoperability RD (OMA-RD-BrowserInteroperability-V1_0-20060209-C) was approved in February 2006.

This document introduces a Change Request to the Wireless Application Environment Specification (OMA-WAP-TS-WAESpec-V2_3-20050118-C) and proposes a resolution to approved Browser Interoperability requirements:

· A mobile web browser MUST support HTTP Redirection 3xx status codes including 301 Moved Permanently, 302 Found, 303 See Other, 307 Temporary Redirect.

· A mobile web browser MUST initiate an HTTP POST method when it receives a 301 Moved Permanently status codes.

· A mobile web browser MUST initiate an HTTP GET method when it receives an HTTP 303 Redirection status code.

This CR defines a set of conformance statements as derived from RFC2616 that improves conformance for User Agent HTTP Redirection functionality.
This change request does not conflict with the HTTP Redirection behaviour as described in RFC2616 but rather provides clarification in areas that are considered to be ambiguous and to identify baseline conformance requirements to improve interoperability.

If this CR is not accepted then existing normative text may continue to be misinterpreted during implementation phase.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

7.13. User Agent Behaviour
7.13.3. HTTP Redirection 3XX status codes
7.13.3.1. Description
This section is informative.

HTTP [HTTP/1.1] provides a redirection mechanism that allows further action to be taken by a User Agent when an origin server has returned a Redirection status code in response to a request from that User Agent for an identified resource.

7.13.3.2. Conformance
This section is normative.

Conformance: A User Agent MUST support the Redirection status codes and the associated actions to be taken by the User Agent to fulfil a request as defined by [HTTP/1.1].
Conformance: If a User Agent receives a 301 Moved Permanently status code in response to a POST request then that User Agent MUST NOT change the condition under which the request was issued, i.e. change POST request to a GET request.

Conformance: If a User Agent receives a 303 See Other status code in response to a request then that User Agent MUST initiate a GET request.

Change 2:  Static Conformance Requirements

Appendix A. Static Conformance Requirements (Normative)

Static Conformance Requirements define a minimum set of features that can be implemented to ensure that WAE User

Agents and WAE Servers are able to inter-operate. While both WAE User Agent behaviour and WAE server behaviour are

described in the WAE Specification, not all items apply to both entities, given separate tables for each entity. See [IOPProc]

for syntax used in this section.

References to WML1 and WML2 in these static conformance requirements refer to [WML1] and [WML2] respectively

whereas the SpecScrName, as defined in [IOPProc] and documented at http://www.openmobilealliance.org, is WML for

both.
