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1 Overview

 This liaison is in response to the liaison from ISO/IEC SC29 WG11 re LASeR rect clip and new functionalities available in LASeR amd1. 
2 Proposal

OMA BAC-MAE thanks ISO/IEC SC29 WG11 for the liaison and associate documents re LASeR Core and Amd1.
The OMA BAC MAE working group has reviewed the following functionalities from the LASeR specification:

Rectclip, Fullscreen video, security attribute, fast switching (lsr:flow) and screen orientation.

The OMA BAC MAE working group has decided to build the RME enabler upon the 3GPP DIMS and would like to reinforce that both DIMS and RME are based upon SVGT1.2 semantic and syntax. 
As the rectclip and fullscreen video is mandated in DIMS, it will be equally referenced in the RME specification.

We understand by the liaison statement from 3GPP on DIMS and by some of our members that some discussions on the security attribute, the fast-switching and the screen orientation are still ongoing in 3GPP.  BAC MAE will proceed on these features after reviewing the 3GPP decisions on each of them.
However, regarding the screen orientation, AC MAE recognises the need for the functionality and would encourage the MPEG-LASeR group to consider the work done in this area by the W3C Device Context interface (DCI):

In the idea of ensuring no market fragmentation between SVG, LASeR, DIMS and RME, BAC MAE concurs with 3GPP and would kindly request MPEG to align if needed the LASeR specification on the 3GPP DIMS technology choices.
