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1 Overview

The BAC MAE working group has reviewed your liaison on DIMS and RME harmonisation and would like to thank SA4 for their hard work and initiative in this matter.
BAC MAE fundamentally accepts the working assumption as laid out in the liaison OMA-MAE-2006-0395-ILS_3GPP_SA4_DIMS_RME_harmonisation sent from SA4 #41. However, BAC MAE has several questions and comments for clarification and action.

2 Proposal

BAC MAE has reviewed your liaison statement and fundamentally accepts the working assumption as laid out in the liaison OMA-MAE-2006-0395-ILS_3GPP_SA4_DIMS_RME_harmonisation. However, BAC MAE has several question and comments for clarification and action.
· Firstly, BAC MAE would appreciate visibility of the SA4 DIMS workplan. The current workplan as found in TDoc S4-060761 has been made available over the BAC MAE mailing list, however BAC MAE kindly requests that any future updates of this workplan are liaised.
· Given the large step forward in progress since the last discussion on a work split between DIMS and RME, does SA4 have a suggestion on a work split for technical specification?

· At the presentation layer, BAC MAE is pleased to see the adoption of the full SVG Tiny 1.2 specification, ECMAScript and uDOM. This, however, raises the following issues:
· BAC MAE understands from the draft TS attached to the liaison that ECMAScript mobile profile (MP) support has been mandated for scripting. Currently it is unspecified how ECMAScript MP performs operations on the DOM and uDOM. BAC MAE intends to address this issue and would appreciate input from SA4.

· Currently, in RME, support for the SVG font system is optional, as with the OpenType font system. In the attached draft DIMS TS, the level of support of the font systems is still under discussion. BAC MAE suggests that DIMS aligns to RME on this open issue.

· Regarding the fullscreen SVG and video features, BAC MAE presumes that there is an internal client negotiation procedure regarding screen real-estate and that this is not a “grab” of all screen pixels. This negotiation procedure prevents higher priority services from being obscured. Can SA4 confirm this presumption?
· It was noticed that in the compromise agreement, XML and GZIP have been identified as mandatory transport formats. BAC MAE would like to suggest the text “Cleartext markup” in place of “XML”. This is due to the observation that not all data transmitted across the client-server interface is XML, e.g. file format headers etc.
· Also referring to transport formats, it was noted that no reference was made to any binary format. BAC MAE assumes that this is intentional and part of the compromise agreement. BAC MAE believes that a statement precluding a binary format would destabilise the compromise agreement. Does SA4 believe that a statement that no binary format shall be made mandatory would complete the text in this area?
· The security aspects of the state and preference management functionality have been identified by BAC MAE as a concern. Specifically, the management of persistent user and service data. BAC MAE intends to investigate possible interaction with the OMA PSTOR enabler to resolve this issue. BAC MAE intends to build upon the save / restore / delete functionality from LASeR Command.
· The question of the DIMS and / or RME MIME type needs to be addressed. Does SA4 believe that one MIME type for DIMS / RME content is sufficient? The interaction between MIME type and content type needs to be clarified.
3 Requested Action(s)

 BAC MAE kindly requests SA4 to review the bullet points above and to respond where appropriate.
