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1 Overview

This liaison intends to point out some differences we have noted between the OMA SVG requirements, the CSS mobile profile and the W3C SVG-T 1.2 specification and request some responses and comments from W3C on these points and how we can rectify any conflicts.

2 Proposal

Context:

BAC MAE is in the process of working on SVG-T1.2 conformance and test requirements. At the same time BAC-MAE has begun the process of creating a converged CSS profile with W3C. Furthermore we note that the W3C is beginning to look at the issue of CSS character size definition and the problems associated with the ‘em’ sizing approach.

we found one requirement which is not fulfilled by the SVG T1.2 specification.

The requirement is:

FUN 16.  The following SVG-T CSS properties MUST be supported: Font: ‘font-family’, ‘font-size’, ‘font-style’, Text: ‘letter-spacing’, ‘text-decoration’, ‘word-spacing’, Other: ‘color’, ‘display’, ‘visibility’.

We have noticed that the SVGT1.2 specification does not provide the following properties:

Text: ‘letter-spacing’, ‘text-decoration’, ‘word-spacing’ 
while the SVG full specification does define these properties. Also these features are a part of both the CSS mobile profile 1.0 (W3C)and WCSS 1.1 (OMA) specifications.

The OMA BAC-MAE working group would welcome comments from the W3C SVG working group on:

· Any specific reasons you may have had for not including theses properties as part of the SVG Tiny 1.2 specification.

· The intent to integrate the 3 above properties as part of a future SVG tiny release.

· The intent to align the SVG Tiny supported CSS properties with the converged CSS mobile profile specification.
· How this work might affect or be affected by the character spacing discussions now beginning in W3C
The OMA BAC-MAE would also like to point out that this issue may impact other work we have in OMA (alignment of SVG-T1.2 and browser enhancement, RME, CSS-MP) and work shared with 3GPP (DIMS/RME) and for timing reason we would hope to have your reply no latter than mid-January 2007.
3 Requested Action(s)

BAC-MAE requests the W3C SVG working group to review the comments above and provide a response.
