· Extensions to the specification as defined in 3GPP specification [DIMS-REF]

· ECMA script as defined in ECMA mobile profile [ECMA-REF]

· Events as defined in SVG Tiny 1.2 and in Media Access Events.

5.2Timing and processing model

This section specifies all about the processing model and timing models. The processing model includes both the an execution model defining the cyclic manner in which the rendering and updating is performed and also the concept of primary and secondary sources.
