The followings are desirable: 

· Browsers contain 3rd party-made plug-in applications which extend the functionalities without the change of the browser itself. 
· Users use the browsers to use plug-in applications. 
· The plug-in application should interact with the various browsers using the same interface so that the plug-in providers port their applications into a particular browser in the same way as into the other browsers. 
5.1.2 Actors

· Plug-in Providers: people (in corporate) who provide the plug-in applications to the browsers
· Browser Providers: people  (in corporate) who provide the browsers
· End Users: people who use the browsers and plug-in applications contained therein
5.1.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

· Plug-in Providers: plug-in porting interfaces should be the same among the browsers.
· Browser Providers: more plug-ins should be ported into the browsers easily.
· End Users: more plug-ins should be enjoyable. 
5.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· Plug-in Providers’ benefits: they can port their plug-in applications into a particular browser in the same way as into the other browsers.
· Browser Providers’ benefits: they can provide the additional functionalities without changing the browser itself. 
· End Users’ benefits: they can enjoy extra functionalities in browsing without upgrading the browsers.

1. Browgy, a developer in a browser company, releases the plug-in SDK which follows OMA plug-in interface standard.

3. Endy, an end user using browser, enjoys the browser and various plug-in applications easily.
