6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Downloadable fonts
RME Architecture Document describes Rich Media Enabler functional components and interfaces; among them there is the definition of Font Handler that describes font support functionality and defines recommended font data formats for downloadable fonts. However, even though the support for downloadable fonts is implied, there is no statement in AD that defines this important functionality.

Suggested change: In section 5.2.1.2.1 "Scene  Manager" – extend the Font Handler description to explicitly specify support for downloadable fonts as follows.

· Font Handler – handles the fonts supported by the RME Enabler. The RME Enabler SHALL support downloadable fonts as a part of rich media content. The RME enabler is strongly recommended to support both the OpenType font format [OPENTYPE] and the SVG font format [SVG-FONTS].  RME should support a minimum set of SVG and/or OpenType fonts.
Change 2:  Resident fonts
The Font Handler description also recommends supporting a minimum set of resident fonts; however this recommendation does not sufficiently describes the intended functionality and benefits. The recommendation to support a minimum resident font set should define the implied requirement of metric compatibility of fonts, which would insure the consistency of RME content presentation and layout, and would allow to reduce the use of downloadable fonts saving bandwidth and downloading times. Specifying the font format for resident fonts is of much less importance and has no effect on content interoperability.
The suggested change clarifies the expected functionality to improve interoperability of RME clients and content.

· Font Handler – handles the fonts supported by the RME Enabler. The RME Enabler SHALL support downloadable fonts as a part of rich media content. The RME enabler is strongly recommended to support both the OpenType font format [OPENTYPE] and the SVG font format [SVG-FONTS].  RME SHOULD support a minimum set of metricly compatible scalable resident fonts.
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
