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1 Overview

This liaison is an update of the status of the RME enabler in OMA BT MAE. BT MAE would like to make the 3GPP SA4 group aware of developments, questions and comments that have arisen during RME development.

2 Proposal

During the OMA meetings in San Francisco and Frankfurt, significant progress has been made on the RME enabler. The RME AD has completed architectural review and is publicly available. Delegates to SA4 are encouraged to review the RME AD and draft TS in order to fully understand the current state of work in BT MAE. 
BT MAE would, however, like to highlight several issues to SA4 and ask for their input on these issues.
· MIME Type

· As can be seen in the latest version of the DIMS specification, SA4 have chosen the name “video/richmedia+xml” for the combined DIMS / RME MIME type. BT MAE would like to thank the SA4 group for taking this action, however BT MAE would like to suggest that perhaps “application/richmedia+xml” may be more appropriate, although RFC 2046, section 4.5 is not definitive on the choice. The goal of the shared MIME type is to ensure technical continuity across DIMS and RME. It is essential that the same MIME type name is chosen across the two bodies.
· Timing and Processing Model

· BT MAE has included into the draft RME TS a section defining an RME processing and timing model. This can be seen on the publicly available version of the RME TS, OMA-TS-RME-V1_0-20070419-D, section 9. SA4 are encouraged to review this section and liaise any feedback to BT MAE.

· Font system

· BT MAE has agreed to support both the SVG font system and the OpenType font system as mandatory components in the RME enabler. Downloadable OpenType fonts with TrueType outlines and TrueType hinting shall be supported. Advanced typographic features may be supported. In order to maintain the technical continuity SA4 are strongly urged to align the DIMS font specification text with that of the RME TS, section 12.1.

· Architectural Review

· The OMA BT MAE and ARC groups have together performed a review of the RME AD document and have made several changes to the previously available version. This revision is now available from the OMA web portal as a publicly available document. Once again, SA4 delegates are encouraged to review this document to understand the scope and architecture of the RME enabler.

· Event Issues
· BT MAE would like to remind SA4 that the RME enabler is intended to cover DOM Level 3 Events. Preventing swifter progress on this issue is the slow pace of work on DOM Level 3 Events within the W3C. OMA has made the W3C Hypertext Coordination Group (HCG) aware that we have a dependency on this work. Without progress in the W3C, BT MAE are unwilling to “invent” a syntax of our own.
· On UI events as currently defined in DIMS, BT MAE have to make a decision as to which body should take ownership of this functionality. However no work has currently been progressed on this topic within BT MAE.

3 Requested Action(s)

BT MAE would like SA4 to review the progress made during the last 2 OMA meetings on the RME enabler and to liaise any questions or comments. Also, SA4 are asked to consider aligning the DIMS specification to the RME enabler where appropriate.
