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1 Reason for Contribution

BT-MAE submitted the Browsing RD to REQ for informal review. No individual company comments were received by email or R&A. REQ has an action as a group to provide early feedback on this document to MAE.

2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution contains very few specific comments and the author’s opinion about the general considerations that can be found in the REQ Best Practices.

3 Detailed Proposal

We reviwed OMA WCSS 1.1 and W3C CSS Mobile Profile 2.0 WD with CJK-implementation and market views and listed the following CJK-related comments.

· OMA WCSS1.1
· The following properties CJK:O are not problematic at the current market.
· text-decoration: 
· Note: Originally, the underline was avoided because there is no space for underline. It is observed that underline to obscure the bottom pixel of each character is widely used without major user complaints. It is partly because the wide belief that the anchor rendering should be based on underlining. We concur to the market reality.
· list-style-image: 
· vertical-align:
· The following properties CJK:O are not problrematic for implementation but need some awaness on language-dependent issues
· list-style-type: lower-roman | upper-roman | lower-alpha | upper-alpha
· Note: From implementation viewpoints, it is not a big issue now. We would like to raise some awareness that each language has its own numbering scheme, and lower-roman like numbering is Latin-based one. 
· text-align: Proper indentation use in Japanese content is rare. However, this property is used for spacing or magically-used (misused?) for single content for dual use for  CSS-aligned UA and non-CSS-aligned UA (e.g. text-indent: -9999px; to display background in non-CSS-aligned UA)
· white-space: CSS2.1 defines the white-space behavior independent of CJK. We just raise the awareness that some languages (like Japanese) are not a white-space-separated word-based one.
· -font-family and other font related properties are discussed below in CSSMP2.0 part
· text-transform is discussed below in CSSMP 2.0 part
· W3C CSS Mobile Profile 2.0 WD

· Possible ROM capacity issue.

· - font-variant: small-caps（also font: as a shorthand）
Note: We comment from an implementation viewpoint. It is a separete issue that the international standardization body should avoid a language or culture-biased perspective (e.g. latin-centric spec crafting).
