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1 Reason for Contribution

The RME technical specification currently contains a section on capabilities, with the intention to define some UAProf entries that will govern the client server negotiation of adaptation of RME content to suit the client. The present version of the technical specification does not specify any UAProf entries. The first step in defining such entries is to find the properties that can have varying support in different RME implementations and thus would as UAProf capabilities. To complete this section the expertise within the area will have to contribute. This contribution discusses a number of properties that can be suited to enter as UAProf properties.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution discusses properties to use as UAProf entries. The contribution recommends the group to discuss the contribution and submit a change request to the TS containing a final set of entries to enter in the TS.
3 Detailed Proposal

UAProf is used to notify a server about the capabilities a terminal has. RME adds functionality to the terminal, which is important to inform the server about. The information can be detail to different levels. The simplest is to only have the information supports RME yes/no. More granularity can be added into the system by trying to identify more details about the particular type of RME support that is available. The information can be along the lines:
· Software capabilities

· Revision of RME supported

· Device capabilities

· MIME type support for images, audio and video

· Storage capabilities for caching of data
· Transport capabilities

· Type of transfer modes supported: Down load, Streaming

These capabilities must be put in the UAProf framework and added to the technical specification.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

The group is recommended to review this input and define a set of UAProf properties to enter in the TS. The group should also produce a CR towards the current TS that updates the TS with these properties.
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
