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1 Reason for Contribution

This input advocates the need for a new MIME type definition for RME Scene commands, in the TS.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution presents a case for defining a MIME type for RME/DIMS Scene commands when independently packaged and delivered to the client.
3 Detailed Proposal

In RME, there are primarily 3 types of content retrieval mechanisms, namely the following:

1) Streaming – Streaming is done over RTP and we already have MIME type definition: video/richmedia+XML
2) Download – Download can be done over with either HTTP (point-to-point) or FLUTE (broadcast/multicast).
3) Local storage – RME content can be retrieved from the local file system by referencing with a local URL.
In this contribution, we will be just focusing on the RME scene commands.

In the current TS, we have specified a mechanism for grouping a set of scene commands using the <sceneCommandGroup> element. Now, there are multiple ways of realizing this group of commands i.e. either through streaming, download or from a local storage.
For streaming, the delivery mechanism and MIME is quite straightforward. In other words, the Scene and Stream commands are sent in the same RME stream using the defined MIME type.
In the case of download and local retrieval, however, the Scene and Scene commands can be delivered independently. This means that separate MIME type definitions are needed to retrieve them separately. 
For Scenes, we understand that SVG MIME type can/will be used which is “image/svg+xml”. For Scene commands however, currently there is no MIME type defined which means that the only mechanism available for retrieving them is by packaging them in the 3gp file format. We see this as a limitation and would like to be able to retrieve a set of standalone scene commands (<sceneCommandGroup>) in naked or raw XML form. 
Therefore, we request the group to consider the definition of the new MIME type for retrieving standalone group of scene commands, and possibly a file extension as well if seen appropriate.
