6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Modify Section 7.2 to the following
7.2 State Management commands
The RME enabler contains a state management method. These are the save/restore/clean commands which operate on DOM attributes. The mechanisms are specified in section 5.5.2, in [DIMS] and SHALL be supported by the RME enabler.

The state management mechanisms can be a potential security risk. The security measures defined in 5.5.2 of [DIMS] SHALL be used.


An RME enabler may impose additional security mechanisms
7.3 Activation commands

The RME system SHALL support the activate/deactivate commands as specified in section 5.5.3 in [DIMS]. These commands operate on the nodes of the DOM tree and provide means to temporarily activate/deactivate a branch of the DOM tree. 

Change 2:  Modify section 11.2 to the following
11.1.1  Random Access Point 

Random access points are used to perform tune-in, random access and error recovery in an RTP streaming environment. The RME enabler SHALL support the Random Access Mechanism as defined in section 5.9 in [DIMS] including support for Dynamic Random Access Points DRAP specified in section 5.5.4 in [DIMS].
Change 3:  Modify section 11.3 to the following
11.2 Download of RME data

The RME enabler shall support Initial scenes to be downloaded to the client by HTTP and  point to point. 

For download of initial scenes the MIME type SHALL be “image/richmedia+XML” 

Scene commands can be wrapped in a <sceneCommandGroup> element and thereby create a complete XML document. Download requests of such XML documents can be made from the scene using the <update> element or scripts. The retrieved commands do not have any media time and SHALL be applied according to the begin time of the <update> element for update requests and as soon as they arrive for script requests. The commands within a <sceneCommandGroup> SHALL be applied in the order they appear in the element. The MIME type for <sceneCommandGroup> documents SHALL be “application/richmediacommand+xml”.

The <sceneCommandGroup> element is defined in the RME namespace as defined in section 5, and has no attributes.

RME streams with timing information SHALL be packaged into 3GP files according to section 7.2 in [DIMS] prior to download delivery. The 3GP file format supports progressive download. In this case the media time for the updates SHALL be the sample times in the 3GP file.

The RME enabler SHALL support multipart MIME delivery of the type RELATED[RFC2387].

11.3 Storage of RME data locally

An RME client SHALL be able to retrieve RME data stored locally on the device.

The RME data can be sotred  in a 3GP files or by other means e.g.: in the file system. 
In the case the 3GP file format is used, the timing information for updates SHALL be the sample times in the 3GP file.
