The current version of the TS specifies that the RME enabler shall support multipart MIME messages but it is not specified which type of multipart MIME that shall be supported. The current contribution suggests that the RELATED form of multipart MIME shall be used.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  (optional)Brief description of specific change

Multipart MIME allows a server to send more than one document in the replay to a http request. The documents can be of different MIME types. This is a way to increase efficiency since the server is aware of the relation between documents and when a request is made for a document containing links to images etc these images can be send in the same response as the referencing document.
Multipart MIME is useful in RME. A client requesting download of a RME scene containing links to images etc, will be benefited by receiving these images together with the scene rather than having to do additional requests to retrieve the images. 

Multipart MIME exists in different flavours. The ones discussed for RME are MIXED and RELATED. Both of these allow multiple documents to be sent in one transaction. The documents can be of different MIME type. The difference is that multiple document sent as RELATED has a structure, a relation, one document is the master referencing the others. Multipart MIXED does not have this structure; all documents are to be treated equal. Using multipart MIME in conjunction with RME it is expected that the client has requested a scene and wants documents related to this scene to be delivered at the same time. This calls for the fact that multipart MIME RELATED must be supported for RME. The above case would not work well with MIXED. The data would then be needed to be searched to find the base document.
The following changes are suggested to the RME TS:
11.3 Multipart MIME

The RME enabler SHOULD support multipart MIME delivery of the type RELATED [RFC2387].
