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1 Reason for Change

This document proposes additional text for the section “13.1 Font” of the RME TS to address the following issue.
Fonts are identified by their font family name and styles or by their font face names, for example bold typeface from the font family “Arial” is identified by the font face name “Arial Bold”. Some (but not all) fonts have their names trademarked. However, it is quite possible that two different fonts could have been designed independent of each other by different font vendors, yet they may be identified by the same font family name. These fonts would be incompatible with each other in term of typeface design, font metrics and in character set coverage. It is also possible that two different fonts can be created as subsets of the same, larger font, and will have the same font face name but would differ in character set coverage.
Content authors may choose different fonts to be used for RME content. When fonts are downloaded as a part of RME content, their origin is unknown to RME client. While the RME content author will clearly and unambiguously identify font resource using font-face-src and font-face-uri elements, the font family name is used as a reference to this font in the textual parts of the content. This may potentially cause a conflict if a font family name of a downloaded font happens to match the font name of a resident font, or if it happens to be the same as a name of a font downloaded with other RME content. In order to avoid the conflict of font names between downloaded and resident fonts, the use of downloaded font resource shall always be assured by RME clients.
The proposed text resolves these issues.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  13.1 Font
Add the following text to section 13.1 Font:
If a font downloaded with RME content has the same font face name as the resident font available on a device, the downloaded font SHALL supersede the resident font and SHALL be used for text rendering whenever a font is selected by its name.
RME clients SHALL ensure that the scope of use of downloaded font data is limited to RME content that provided the font.
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
