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1 Reason for Contribution

The current work for MAEspec(ex-WAEspec) needs a scratch input to create a new document instead of a CR against WAEspec 23.
This is a continuation of work in MAE-2007-0142 (until R06).

The number is newly taken just for visibility until London Meeting (Dec 2007).

This is a contribution based on the online edits during OMA Vancouver meeting Monday session (Oct 16th).

2 Summary of Contribution

This is a reformat of original WAESpec CR format into an input from scratch for MAEspec.
3 Detailed Proposal

See attached a draft MAEspec 24 (20071017 version).

The changes include

(a) Remove Template Comments in Chapter 1, 2.1, 2.2 (070621)

(b) Reverse definition order (MAE User Agent) to keep alphabetic order

(c) Add MAE version definition

(d) Insert MAE Version history illustration and Deprecated MAE components illustration (070621) 
(e) Add new subsections “Graphics objects and applications” and put SVG, SMIL, and RME

(f) Add MIMEtype for SVG, SMIL and RME

Further clarifications and editor’s notes are inserted to cope with Alastair’s July 4th comments on the 2007-0142 in 0142R01.

0142R02 incorporates Bennett comments in MAE mailing list dated July 23rd 2007 to 2007-07012 version of MAEspec draft (except some of Reorg in 6.5 and 6.6, some unresolved issues are embedded as Editor’s comment).

0142R03 fixes reference problems. Unreferenced ones are removed from Normative and Informative References([XHTMLMP] [DRMREL] et al). VBookmark reference was fixed. The references in the text pointing to older versions are fixed ([ESMP] [CSS2] [XHTMLBasic], and so on). Add javascript in Abbreviation to make [Javascript] reference. Put Editor’s note on [PSTOR] in Normative reference (PSTOR is deprecated but live in SCR). Version number format in References subsections are fixed to be consistent.

0142R04 checks SCR tables and replace WAEspec23 backward references. Restore URIscheme minimim URL length text back to main text.

0142R05 reflects the extensive discussion on wording and structure, during OMA Seoul Meeting Monday  Session (Aug 20th).

0142R06 fills the table of technology component reference, fix broken references with [] , removal of WSP from Hypertext transfer definition, and replace reference back to WAE23 in vCard/vCalendar WSP and WDP transfer (Sep 25th)
0227 is equivalent of 0142R07, reflecting the Vancouver meeting deliverables.

(a) Editor’s Note is taken care of as much as possible, (b) UAPRof part is rephrased with comformance wording (should -> SHOULD), (c) vObject part is rewritten in keeping mind that vObject spec was crafted after WAE2x, (d) x-vBookmark MIME type is added, (e) new vObject related conformances are added.

 Major remaining issues in 0227 are x1) large (Microsoft Word) bookmark and talbe referencing fixes, x2) SSL and secure transfer related issues, x3) SCR issues incluing EFI, PSTORE SCRs in MAEspec24 perspective, x4) template change to 2007 (or 2008!).
